critical part of the U.S. economy thriving.

What Can Congress Do?

- Direct a Federal Land Transportation Program (FLTP) set aside for USACE
transportation maintenance needs.

—> Extend Federal Lands Recreation Enhancement Act authority, allowing USACE
to retain a portion of recreation fees for infrastructure upgrades.

—> Establish an office in USACE dedicated to enhancing the economic, social, and
environmental benefits of outdoor recreation.

=> Amend and expand authority for cost sharing cooperative management
agreements (CCSCMASs]) to eliminate administrative red tape and create
opportunities for private investment in USACE recreation sites.
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
