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ISO 6185, Inflatable Boats – Part 4, Boats with a hull length of 8-24m
1. This will be the last meeting of the current convener, Tim Fleming.  In preparation for the meeting, the convener pre-reviewed all the comments and amended the standard.  There are 27 pages of comments. This is a DIS now and with the confirmation of the WG, the revised standard will be submitted to the ISO Secretariat as an FDIS.
2. The WG discussed the Italian proposal of changing the amount of buoyancy provided by the tubes, from 80% to 60%.  This change could allow some RIBS to drop out of using ISO 12217 and be tested to this standard, thus potentially achieving a higher design category. After much discussion the WG determined to retain the 80% requirement.
3. Changed the title and deleted the requirement that this standard applied to boats with a power rating of 75kW or greater.  Also changed Type IX boat requirement to be greater than 15kW (instead of 75kW).
4. Removed the 85% tube attachment requirement from the definition of RIB and moved it into the requirements section.
5. Next action:  Submit as an FDIS.
ISO 6185, Inflatable Boats – Part 3, Boats with a hull length up to 8m

1. This part will not have the 85% tube attachment requirement.
2. Redefined the seating requirements using cockpit areas and boats with cabins.

3. Removed the stability compliance requirements for downflooding height and downflooding openings.
4. Reviewed the entire standard and change all clauses to match the same clauses in Part 4.  

5. Next action:  WG to continue with standard review.
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
