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ISO 11591, Field of vision from the helm position
1. In attendance were representatives from ICOMIA, IMCI, FTSA Finland and NMMA; Regrets from David Elson, BMF
2. Added a definition for horizontal range of vision, planning craft and displacement craft.
3. Accepted the French comment to revise the determination of the vertical range of vision.
4. Revised the requirement for eye movement within the center 30 degrees forward of the operator.  The 35mm eye movement was changed to be required only for planning craft and increased to 70mm for displacement craft  
5. The owners manual shall specify the main helm position.
6. Next Actions:  Add the new definitions from ISO 12217 and ISO 12215.  Add all editorial changes recommended from ISO secretariat and send the new draft to the WG members for final review.  After review the revised standard will be sent to ISO secretariat as an FDIS. 
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
