This letter is of significant importance for boatbuilders who market their boats within the EU, ie they are CE marked.  You will be aware that a new amending version of the Recreational Craft Directive (Directive 2003/44/EC) comes into effect on 1 January 2006.  Since April last year, the ICOMIA Secretariat has been advising you that boatbuilders will have to have their existing type certifications for production craft updated for the new directive.  Our latest advice on this matter was contained in a meeting report circulated by Jan Matthiesen after the recent RSG Meeting in June and it was also included in the ICOMIA Newsletter at the end of last month.  However I remain concerned that this information is either not being passed on to boatbuilders or that the requirement is not understood.  

Manufacturers who have EC type-examination Certificates under Directive 94/25/EC must update their existing certificate to cover Directive 2003/44/EC. The manufacturer needs to apply for this to its Notified Body. Whether this updating is done by a renewal of the existing EC-type certificate or by an addition of the original EC-type examination certificate is left to the discretion of the manufacturer and the Notified Body involved. The addition of the EC-type certificate would need to cover only the changes to the Essential Safety Requirements (ESR) in 2003/44/EC. As these changes are small, the group of Notified Bodies (RSG) agreed that the assessment could be done on the basis of an examination of technical documentation and/or declaration supplied by the manufacturer concerning the compliance with the amended provisions regarding design and construction. A visit of the Notified Body is therefore not needed. This provides the boat builder with a cost effective way of certifying a craft under module B to the amended requirement of 2003/44/EC. In addition to the type certification, the boat builder has to certify for sound under Module A, Aa, G or H. Attached at Appendix A you will find a matrix with required modules.
