Schedule C

NMMA CERTIFICATION POLICIES
NMMA Certification Revocation Policy

The designation of NMMA Certified Manufacturer shall be revoked under the following conditions:

1. Non-payment of inspection fees within 120 days of the inspection invoice date

2. Non-payment of the annual certification fee within 120 days of the invoice date

3. Failure to sign the respective model year annual certification agreements by December 31st of the specified model year
4. Failing to submit applications for boats sold as NMMA Certified 
5. Falsification of model application data

6. Failure to respond to an inspection within 120 days of the inspection

7. Falsification of variance response items

8. Prior year inspection variances not corrected preceding the current inspection

The above bases for revocation of NMMA Certified Manufacturer Status may be revised by NMMA its sole discretion.  Any revisions shall become binding upon notice from NMMA.  NMMA reserves the right to review revocation on an individual case basis.
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
