Compliance Specialist Exam Equivalency Policy – Electrical 
Any individual, who holds a current ABYC Electrical Certification, will be eligible to apply such Certification as an equivalency for the NMMA Compliance Specialist Electrical Exam.

Individuals will receive credit for the electrical portion of the Compliance Specialist exams by presenting proof of the current ABYC Electrical Certification to NMMA.
This equivalency is only applicable to the electrical portion of the NMMA Compliance Specialist exam.  Submittal of the ABYC Electrical Certification will qualify an individual as a Compliance Specialist in Electrical Systems; however additional applicable compliance specialist exams must also be completed in order to qualify as a Compliance Specialist.

All other compliance specialist conditions and deadlines apply.  NMMA charges $15.00 per exam for individuals who do not attend the annual NMMA Compliance seminar; this fee will not be assessed on the Electrical Systems equivalency when using the ABYC Electrical Certification.
